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Ectropion

This is when your lower eyelid droops outwards.  It can cause watery eyes, dry eye and lid soreness. This in turn can cause infection and in severe cases damage to the cornea due to exposure.

Entropion

This is when your lower eyelid turns inward.  Due to the eyelashes rubbing on the cornea [the front of the eye] this can result in soreness and ulceration leading to infection if the problem is prolonged.

Both entropion and ectropion are corrected by surgical procedure which pulls out or tightens the eyelid so that it does not rub on the eye.

Ptosis

When your upper eyelid droops causing problems with your vision this is known as ptosis. This problem may be corrected by surgery.

Before your admission for surgery a consultant may see you. At this time you need to let the doctor know if you are taking any blood thinning drugs such as Warfarin or Aspirin. You may find that your eyes will be very bruised following surgery. 

Admission

You are able to eat and drink normally before surgery unless you have been told that you are having a General Anaesthetic. If this is the case you must not eat or drink for 6 hours before the operation.

Take all your medication to hospital with you.

As a day case you need only take a dressing gown and slippers. If you intend to stay overnight please bring in your nightwear and toiletries.

Please do not take any jewellery or money with you into hospital and you are requested not to wear make up or nail varnish.

Following surgery

You will be given instructions on how to keep your eyelid clean and shown how to administer eye ointment. You may also be given an appointment to return to have any stitches removed in 7 to 10 days.

Will there be any problems following the procedure?

You may have bruising and slight lid swelling for up to one week following the procedure.

Eye ointment and drops can blur the vision.

It is advisable not to drive straight away after putting your eye ointment/drops in. 

If you have any of the following-

Non-stop bleeding,

Excessive pain,

Loss of vision.
