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What is a Visual Field Test? 

A visual field test measures how much side vision you have. It is painless, straightforward and does not involve any eye drops.

How long will it take?

Each eye is tested seperately and you should allow upto 30 minutes for the test.

What do I need to bring?

Please bring your current reading or bifocal glasses

Who will do the test?

The glaucoma technician or orthoptist

What does the test involve?

The test involves looking at a centre point on a screen and pressing a buzzer each time a light is seen

What equipment is used in the test?

There are two different machines which can be used to test your field of vision

· Humphrey  (computerised)

· Goldmann  (manual)

Your consultant or the technician will decide the most appropriate machine to use

What happens to the results?

They will be placed in your medical records and the doctor will review the results at your next clinic appointment

The visual field test gives your doctor valuable information about your eye condition. 

If you do not attend for this test, your clinic appointment may need to be cancelled until the test can be done. 

Please let the eye clinic know as soon as possible if you cannot attend, so that your appointment may be offered to someone else.
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
