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You need to attend the Ophthalmic Unit for Glaucoma Phasing. 

This involves having your eye pressure checked at intervals throughout the day, by the Nurse Specialist or Principal Optometrist. 

Any variations in your eye pressure during the

 day may provide the Consultant with useful information regarding your eye condition and treatment.

You are not required to remain in the department, but you will be asked to return to have your pressure checked four times during the day, approximately every 2 hours, between 9am and 3.30pm. 

You will have eye drops instilled into your eyes. These are local anaesthetic eye drops and so you can drive on the day of your Glaucoma Phasing,

It is better not to bring your car here due to severe car parking problems.
