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You need to attend the ophthalmic unit for photographs.

The procedure is simple and painless and normally takes approximately 45 minutes.

Photographs need to be taken for a variety of reasons:-

1. To view the problem area of the eye

2. To assist the doctor in confirming a diagnosis

3. To assess the need for treatment

4. To keep an accurate record of your eye condition in order to assess any changes.

Depending on the area of the eye to be photographed, you may need drops into your eyes to dilate the pupils prior to photographs being taken. 

You are therefore requested not to drive to this appointment as your vision may be blurred for 2-4 hours.
